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FLEET CHARACTERISTICS KEY INSIGHTS

For 2025, most New Zealand companies remain confident about the future of their fleets

96% of companies surveyed expect their fleets to remain stable or grow over the next three years, with 22% expecting growth. This trend has been fairly steady for the past

two years and is consistent with the European average.
This steady trend is consistent across different company sizes and vehicle types (passenger cars and light commercial vehicles).

Fleet growth is driven by business development
84% of New Zealand companies surveyed expecting fleet growth cite business development as the primary reason.

In New Zealand, this is followed by plans to develop shared vehicles (36 %), ahead of plans to offer vehicles to employees previously ineligible for company cars (29%).

Conversely, HR-related needs appear less of a motivator in New Zealand (27 %, a 13-point decrease) this year, unlike the trends observed among European markets
where it remains an important reason for fleet growth (47%).

The share of companies stating they have or consider having second-hand vehicles in their fleet is significant

48% of New Zealand companies surveyed already include second-hand vehicles, and an additional 42% are considering doing so in the next 3 years.
This trend is consistent across geographical areas. In terms of company sizes, future intentions are higher in small companies (49%).

Second-hand vehicles play a more significant role in New Zealand passenger car fleets (41% of current use) compared to light commercial vehicle fleets (14% of current
use). However, there's high consideration for incorporating used LCVs into fleets, with 51% of companies considering this option.

In terms of usage, second-hand passenger cars are mainly used as pool cars (52%) and tool cars (37%), in line with other European markets.

Outright purchase remains used as the main financing method by 1 out of 3 New Zealand companies surveyed

35% quote outright purchase as main financing method for their fleets (stable compared to 2024), ahead of credit (23%), financial leasing (18%) and operational
leasing (16%).
The penetration of Outright purchase is consistent across company sizes and with the European benchmark (31%).

The growth potential for Operational leasing / Full-service leasing remains below the European average

23% of New Zealand companies surveyed are considering either introducing full-service leasing or expanding it within their fleet financing strategies, vs 36% for the
European average.

Interest levels remain the same for small companies, increase to 27% for medium-sized, and decrease for large companies (13%).

New Zealand fleet managers show a mixed interest in consulting expertise or additional services
10% of fleet managers surveyed show some interest in consulting expertise to optimize their costs and fleet management.

But 39% would be interested in at least one additional service or product concerning their fleet management.

ENERGY MIX KEY INSIGHTS

New Zealand companies surveyed consolidate the electrification of their passenger cars fleets

In 2025, 55% of companies surveyed have implemented at least one electrified technology (HEV, PHEV or 100% BEV) for passenger cars (vs 46% in 2024), in line
with other European markets (56%).
When considering future plans for adoption, this figure rises to 81% in New Zealand, vs 75% for Europe.

Battery electric vehicles (BEVs) penetration is increasing (21% vs 13% in 2024) for New Zealand passenger cars fleets’
transition
But adoption of PHEV (31%) and hybrid (21%) are stable for 2025.

Motivations for passenger cars electrification are stable and diversified, driven by a mix of environmental and economic
considerations

55% of companies surveyed report that environmental impact is the primary motivator for their transition to electric passenger cars, ahead of Fuel expenses reduction
(45%), and alignment in TCO between alternative energy technologies and ICE vehicles (36%).

The shift to electrified LCV fleets remains more complicated

Both the adoption (4% in 2025), and the consideration (17 % in 2025) of battery electric vehicles (BEVs) within LCV fleets have remained stable over the past two
years, at lower levels than the downward trend globally for adoption (9% on average globally).
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ENERGY MIX KEY INSIGHTS

Overall, the main obstacle to wider adoption of electric vehicle fleets is insufficient charging infrastructure

52% t0 53% of companies surveyed quote the lack of charging points as the main obstacle to fleet electrification (for both light trucks and passenger cars), but
below the European benchmark (64% for light trucks and 66% for passenger cars).

BEV purchase prices (30% for light trucks, 34% for passenger cars) and the limited offer of models available (29% for passenger cars, 27% for light trucks) also
appear as strong obstacles to fleet transition

As a result, New Zealand companies surveyed seem to be very voluntarist in developing charging strategies
87% have or plan to implement a charging policy.

Public charging is part of the strategy for 53% of companies, of which 60% support energy cost (38% via expense claim and 22% via energy cards), while 39% do not
reimburse energy costs.

Company premises charging is a current or future strategy for 50% of companies, with among them 50% having already installed charging points or considering
doing so in the next 12 months, and 56% requiring or planning to require employee payment for the charging.

Home charging is a strategy for 41% of companies, of which 51% support or plan to support home charger installation, with 96% covering at least part of the box
and installation cost, and 51% reimbursing some energy costs.
