Most companies in New Zealand are confident about their fleet prospects

96% of companies in New Zealand expect their fleet size to remain stable or increase over the next three year, with 22% expecting growth, a trend consistent
across company sizes and vehicle types, and aligned with the APAC average.

Second-hand vehicle adoption and consideration are increasing in New Zealand

In 2026, 52% of companies in New Zealand have incorporated second-hand vehicles into their fleets, aligning with the APAC average of 48%. This
implementation is more significant for passenger car fleets (43%) compared to light commercial vehicle (LCV) fleets (16%).

Additionally, 45% are considering adding second-hand vehicles to their fleets.
Overall, the share of companies including or considering second-hand vehicles has increased since 2025, rising to 97% from 90%.

Nearly one in four New Zealand companies outsources fleet management

In 2026, 23% of companies outsource these services, a stable figure.

CHAPTER KEY INSIGHTS i

Outright/direct purchase remains the primary fleet financing method in New Zealand

Outright/direct purchase is the predominant financing method, employed by 50% of companies in New Zealand. Financial leasing is employed by 22%, while
operational leasing stands at 18%, which is below the APAC average of 27%. A similar trend across vehicle types and company sizes, with stable figures.

A similar use of the operational/full-service leasing for second-hand vehicles

Among companies using or considering second-hand vehicles, 19% use Operational leasing as their main financing method, or plan to do so if considering
second-hand vehicles, below the APAC average of 28%.

The growth potential for operational leasing remains stable

In 2026, 22% of companies in New Zealand intend to introduce or increase their use of operational leasing for fleet financing, stable below the APAC average of
37%.

Demand for consulting expertise and additional services is decreasing

Only 7% of fleet managers surveyed show interest in consulting expertise to optimize costs and fleet management, and 30% express interest in at least one
additional service or product related to fleet management, a decreasing interest compared with 2025 (39%).

A stable and significant fleet electrification in New Zealand

56% of New Zealand companies have implemented at least one type of electrified technology (HEV, PHEV, or BEV) for passenger cars. This stable level of

adoption is higher than the APAC average of 31% and is primarily driven by medium-sized companies (64%), compared to small (53%) and large companies
(55%).

An additional 24% of companies are considering the idea of implementing electrified technology for passenger cars.

Hybrids present the most promising pathway for transitioning New Zealand passenger fleets

In New Zealand companies, 29% are equipped with PHEVs, followed by 21% with HEVs and 18% with BEVs, maintaining stable levels compared with 2025.
HEVs are the most considered for future adoption at 24%, followed by BEVs at 22% and PHEVs at 19%.

Environmental impact remains the primary motivation for switching to electrified technologies

The top reason for shifting to electrified technologies in 2026 remains their lower environmental impact (55%). Other motivations include reduced fuel
expenses (38%) and a total cost of ownership (TCO) that is comparable to or lower than petrol or diesel alternatives (36%).

The transition to electrified LCV fleets remains a cautious process

3% of companies in New Zealand have adopted BEV for their LCV fleets, while 19% are considering it. This trend remains consistent across different company
sizes and is aligning with the APAC average.

A lack of charging infrastructure continues to limit wider EV fleet adoption

The primary constraint to broader EV adoption for passenger cars is the lack of charging points, whether on streets, at home, or in corporate settings, as cited
by 49% of companies in New Zealand.

Companies are planning charging strategies using on-site or public charging options

Charging at the company premises is a current or future charging policy for 86% of the New Zealand fleets (passenger cars or LCVs), matching the APAC
average. Overall, 52% have already installed charging stations or plan to within the next year, driven by medium-sized companies (62%).

Public charging is the second most popular option, with 66% of companies considering this approach, matching the APAC average. Among these, 63% reimburse
energy costs through expense claims, 37% provide energy cards to drivers, as done in other APAC markets.

Home charging remains the least common practice, adopted by only 18% of companies. Among these companies, 79% offer or plan to offer at least one
charging solution to company car drivers, such as wallboxes (48%), reinforced sockets (40%), or smart cables (26%). Additionally, 90% provide financial support
for home charging, with 51% offering partial coverage, another 21% providing lump-sums, and 19% offering full coverage. Furthermore, 32% fully reimburse
energy costs, while 35% offer partial reimbursement.

Leasing providers play a significant role in energy-mix decisions

Overall, 77% of New Zealand companies using operational or financial leasing claim that their provider influences their energy mix choices.
